Around the Network

Air conditioning improvements to new trams

Since the arrival of the new trams, a number of changes have been made to the 
air conditioning system to improve its effectiveness and better contribute to 
passenger comfort.  Some of these changes are:

· Fan speed was increased to improve air flow

· Modifications were made to the tram roof to improve the amount of return air

· Modifications were also made to the airconditioning ducting to increase the 
amount of cool air released into the saloon

· Equipment within the air conditioning unit was adapted to increase cooling 
capacity

· Thermal paint was applied to the surface of the air conditioning units to 
reduce the amount of heat entering the system

· Additional tinting was added to the passenger windows to reduce the amount 
of heat transferred into the saloon

Whilst these changes were relatively minor, testing after each modification 
indicated that the conditions inside the passenger saloon had improved, with a 
difference of approximately 10c maintained against outside temperatures.

However, further modifications are required to provide a system that performs 
consistently and efficiently under Australian conditions, especially on days of 
extreme heat.  

Early last year, TransAdelaide engaged an independent air conditioning 
consultant to review the existing air conditioning system and develop a new 
design.  This new design plans to double the cooling capacity of each air 
conditioning unit and provide greater air flow to the passenger saloon.  

A prototype unit is currently being manufactured and will be tested under 
simulated high temperatures before being installed for next summer.

The automated 
pedestrian gates are the 

main feature of a five 
year program to improve 

safety at pedestrian 
crossings across the 

TransAdelaide Network. 
The new automated pedestrian gates 
will soon be installed at Woodville 
Station, Woodville Road as part of 
a $7.5 million State Govenrnment 
committment to improve safety 
at South Australian pedestrian rail 
crossings.

The gates at Woodville will be the 
third set to be installed with Hove 
and Salisbury already in operation

The gates close at the same time 
as the boom gates come down 
effectively preventing pedestrians 
from inadvertantly stepping out into 
the path of an oncoming train.

The gates are accompanied by an 
audible alarm that gives warning 
and a ªred manº signal visible to 
pedestrians approaching the gates.

The pathway will be 1.8 metres wide 
with a smooth rubber surface and 
tactile surface indicators each side 
to assist vision or mobility impaired 
pedestrians.

Work commenced on Tuesday 24th 
April and is expected to continue 
until approximately the end of June.

There will be some minor disruption 
to pedestrian traffic during this time 
and TransAdelaide thanks passengers 
for their patience and understand as 
it works towards a safer rail network 
for all.
